With the  ימי הדין  coming up, we all know that we want a ksiva v’chasima tova,

everyone wants a good year. Now what if there was a way for us to do something

that would guarantee us a good year? Wouldn’t we all want that? Is there a secret?

Reb Elya Lopian quotes his Rebbe, the Alter of Kelm and reveals that there is a

secret! The halacha is to get haircuts and do laundry on erev Rosh Hashana,

specifically to show how sure we are that we will merit a good year. But there’s a

problem. It is also mentioned that there is a minhag to fast half day on erev Rosh

Hashana because we are so scared and unsure because of the דין that is happening.

So are we scared or confident? The Alter of Kelm says a beautiful answer. He says

that when it comes to the Klal, we are confident that  כלל ישראל will have a good

year, and therefore we can get haircuts and do laundry. But when it comes to each of

us as individuals- that is when we are unsure what’s going to be and we fast because

of our individual דין. The secret- the trick to getting a guarantee for a good year, is to

make sure to be a Klal yid. To make sure that you are someone who is part of the

klal, someone who takes responsibility for the klal, always helping and doing for

other people. Somebody like that, who lives with a much larger-than-yourself world,

will be okay, just like the klal. But if you’re living in your own little corner, not caring or

dealing with the Klal, such a person should be scared of his דין. 

May we all be זוכה to be Klal Yidden, to care for and help each other, and by doing

that, be זוכה to a good din, !בעזרת ה׳
