We’re not allowed to transgress a prohibition even if, by 
adhering to the halachah, we will lose money or even our
livelihood.  Therefore, if Ella’s boss requires her to speak loshon
hora to keep her position, she would be obligated to refuse and
risk her job.

However, in this case there is a to’eles because the firm will lose 
out if Ella withholds this information.  The coworker will need 3

to spend unnecessary hours on the client—something that is 
avoidable and a waste of money. It is also likely that without
such knowledge, the coworker will be become frustrated with
her job, which might threaten her general relationship with the
firm. This, too, can be avoided.

you really have to know how this client operates. 
He jumps to conclusions, calls with what sounds like
desperate questions, and has you running in circles,
wasting time and the firm’s money, until you 
find out that everything was under control 
all along. So I have learned to ask him for
documentation of the problems he calls 
about, just to make sure I’m not heading 
o  on a wild goose chase. I want to 
give my coworker a heads-up about the 
trouble with this client before she takes 
his case.
